The second team won their
Cup Competition and also came second in their grade for the
season.

There were other highlights for the Club including the men’s
Division Six team which not only won its grade but won 14
successive games in doing so. John Stobba of the Division
Six team won the goal keeping award for his team once again
and he performed so well that on occasions the rest of the
team let him out of the goal to play out in the field so that he
could experience the thrill of scoring afew goals himself.

Another personal achievement came for Michael Peck from
the Division Five team in winning the Club Golden Boot
Award with a very creditable 28 goals for the season.

Overadl then there is till a very strong and talented base of
individual s and teams wearing the Miramar Rangers colours.

The centenary year of 2007 will be upon us before we know it
and | certainly hope that the forthcoming season 2006 will lift
the Club’'s spirits even higher so that when it comes time to
report on the 2007 year, we can look back on a range of
performances worthy of a Club celebrating its centenary.

A
note should be made of the relationship between the Club and
St Patrick’s College where we gained a number of players.
This Club/College relationship was strengthened at the 14
and 15" Grades where our JPL teams both teams played under
the Miramar/St Pats name, with the 15" Grade winning this
competition.

The junior side of the Club, under Club Captain Martin
Andrews, had another successful year with an increase in
player numbers with teams in al grades of competitions.
Congratulations to all junior players selected for higher
honours at Wellington or at Federation level.

We are seeing a resurgence of women’'s football within the
Club and thanks to Trevor Osten for his commitment in this
area. Malcolm Ingham had a successful season with our
women's Central League Team.

Off the field, Tod Purser has started work on our 2007
centenary year and a tremendous amount of work has to be
done if our 100-year celebrations are going to be a success. If
you would like to help out on any of the various sub-
committees please contact Tod.

Finaly, thanks to all of the hard working club members who
do a tremendous amount of work for little reward, with special
thanks to Alison Millar and Peter Becker.

My report from last season indicated that the Club was in a
rebuilding phase, given that the Central League had been
reintroduced, National League was franchise based and played
in summer, and we had appointed a new coaching and

management team for the first team. Added to that, were
several players from the successful team of 2004 who opted to
play their football elsewhere and Miramar were in a totally
unfamiliar position from recent years — or were we? A look
back at the Club Annual Reports shows that as recently as
1998 the club was in similar circumstances — questionable
decison making by New Zeadand Soccer surrounding
structure and direction, no Club Captain, the first team
allegedly in disarray with no coach, no manager and no team.

These events saw Club Members rally around and the start of
a coaching career for one Stuart Jacobs who gave
opportunities for many of the Club’s younger brigade on the
playing side. Indeed the report by the then Chairman stated:

“Miramar by virtue of its strength in so many areas from
juniors through to Golden seniors is till poised to become
one of THE Club'’s of the new millennium”.

In such times of strife it was a bold prediction.

The following year saw a debate as to whether Miramar
should be included in a newly formed North Island League
and around that time | came back into an administrative role,
as Chairman of the Club. The new National League was then
put in place and Miramar was to be sole Wellington
representative. | note in my first report as Chairman in 2000 |
put the following statement in front of Club Members:

“We are now the most long-standing ever-present of the
current Clubs in National League (in its various guises). Isit
sufficient to be an ever present, or do we want to win it? Or
would winning the League bring with it a different set of
problems?”

Well we got the answers to both the previous Chairman’s
prediction and my posers in the next few years when we went
on an unprecedented run in the National League which saw us
rise to the top of the pile and dominate Club football in New
Zedland from 2001 onwards. It was very satisfying that a
traditional Club like ours was the winner of the last Club-
based National League before the new era of franchised
football was ushered in. Also of note from those dark times,
is that the fledgling Coach that took on the task in 1998 is
now the Assistant Coach of the All Whites and the New
Zealand Under 20 Coach.

| also note that a recurring theme in those Annual Reports
was for more people to come forward to assist in running the
Club. Success depends on two things — the funding that can
be generated and the people prepared to put up their hands
and run things. Nothing has changed in this regard but it is
good to see that finance from sponsorship and fundraising
activities has risen in the last couple of years as traditional
sources such as the NZ Community Trust have been reduced
due to the new laws and regulations surrounding poker
machines and the grants that are generated from that revenue.
With our Treasurer as prudent as ever we have managed to
meet all our commitments and are probably in as good a
position as can be expected in times of rising costs, faling
revenue and ever increasing demands of time for the
dedicated few that form the Club’s committee.

The playing side of the Club has a number of issues to
address — the first team needing to build on what it achieved
this season despite a number of first team regulars leaving for




other clubs, getting a settled core of promising players into
the second team to allow the coaches to work with them and
attracting some younger members to the Club so that the
rigors of playing in the higher Wellington grades does not
depend on several middle aged players (who do exceptionally
well year after year) but may be coming to the end of their
run. The juniors have the opposite problems — this side of the
Club continues to grow and success sees more and more kids
wanting to play in blue and black stripes. With that come
additional demands on the junior committee ably led by
Martin Andrews. One section of the Club that should not be
forgotten in this regard is the women’s section. Trevor Osten
has put in some sterling work and this should be built on to
ensure that the Club can accommodate the numbers of women
and college age girls that wish to play football.

If we are to achieve the lofty heights that we expect at
Miramar, funding is always behind the initiatives. To thisend
the Club has been fortunate to have the support of St
Laurence as a major shirt sponsor — how many other Clubsin
the Central League have this luxury? We owe a great deal to
Kevin Podmore and his team for showing faith in us and
aong with other sponsors like New Zealand Community
Trust, Mico Metals, Mitre, Champs Sports, Jump, Monsoon
Poon and all those who advertise in our match programme.
The Club says “thanks’ and | would urge al members to
support these businesses as much as you can. Sponsorship is
atwo way street and we should do our utmost to do our part.

Looking forward, there are challenges ahead. Sadly | will not
be part of the challenge as | will be stepping down from the
Club Executive at this Annual General Meeting. My work
commitments will see me away from New Zealand regularly
over the next couple of years and if you cannot attend
meetings and keep in close contact with others on the day to
day basis that is required it becomes a burden on others within
the committee. | contemplated leaving last season but took up
a challenge from a senior player in the first team after the
Chatham Cup Final to see the first year of the new era
through. | said | would, if he would play on in a Miramar
shirt. Well, we have both completed our part of the deal.

My overall aim when | became Chairman was to leave the
Club in no worse financial position than it was when | started,
see the team win the National League and the Chatham Cup.
Well we did it but importantly it was as a Club and we all
enjoyed those moments. So al that is left for me is to thank
al the people that supported me — the contributions to the
Club of people like Tod, Peter Becker, David Farrington,
Alison Miller, Martin Andrews just to name a few is
enormous and Miramar is lucky to have people so dedicated.
I will till try and do what | can for the Club in some sort of
capacity as time permits — with the centenary coming up there
are many things to be done on that front as well.

Change is sometimes needed and the injection of a new
direction and ideas can be uplifting and beneficial. | wish the
new Chairman well and if they have half as much enjoyment
and sense of satisfaction that | got out of doing the job then
they will have done well.
